Dear Parents, 
 
Throughout the school year, classes will walk to nearby places for various school activities. Such 
locations & activities include, but are not limited to: 
 

• Going to Mahon Park for Soccer and Track Practices, Physical Education classes, etc. 
• Walking to Presentation House for a play  
• Walking to North Vancouver Museum for a field trip 
• Going to the North Vancouver Library 
• Walking to STA for the Science Fair, Open House, etc.  

 
Like any field trip, all of these outings meet certain educational objectives to be approved.  
 
Students would travel to all the above locations by walking. All of the venues are within a 3 – 4 
block radius of the school, and would generally involve crossing 1 – 2 roads using a crosswalk. In 
these cases, the normal risks of crossing a busy road such as Keith or Chesterfield would apply.  
 
For intermediate classes (Grade 4 – 7), there will be at least one teacher present, and normally 
one other adult supervisor.. For primary classes, there will be at least one teacher present, plus at 
least 2 other adult supervisors (supervisor: student ratio of 1:8).  
 
Parents will be informed of these upcoming field trips by way of a notice or newsletter. However, 
there will not be a permission form for local walking trips. By signing this permission form, a 
parent gives their consent to go on all such outings.  
 
Please give your consent for your child to participate by signing the permission slip below and 
returning it to your child’s classroom teacher by Sept. 19th, 2011.
