St. Edmund’s is an independent
religious school and is part of
the Catholic Schools of Vancou-
ver Archdiocese. CISVA schools
are 50% funded by the govern-
ment, with the remaining 50%
coming from fundraising, a par-
iIsh subsidy, and tuition fees.

These fees vary according to
certain criteria. Families earn a
subsidy for being a participating
parishioner, and for working
bingo. Following is a breakdown
of the different categories of
monthly school fees:
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PARENT PARTICIPATION:

At St. Edmund’s, we believe that
parent participation helps build
our school community. To facili-
tate parent involvement, we have
an active Parent Participation Pro-
gram. Parents are asked to
choose from a wide range of
‘jobs’, and every effort is made to
accommodate these choices.
